ACCEPTABLE ITEMS ITEMS THAT WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED 
• BICYCLES AND OTHER NON-

MOTORISED VEHICLES 
• HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE 

(lounges, chairs, tables, beds, 
mattresses) 

• E-WASTE (electric appliances, 
computers, printers, etc) 

• SOME BUILDING MATERIALS  
(dressed timber, sheet iron, 
mesh) 

• CERAMICS (baths, basins, etc) 
• TILES (must be boxed) 
• WHITEGOODS (fridges, wash-

machines, air-cons, ovens etc) 
CONDITIONS APPLY, SEE 
BELOW    

• MACHINERY OR VEHICLES THAT HAVE MOTORS 
AND USE FUEL 

• WATER TANKS / 1000 LITRE PODS (even if cut up) 
• CONTAINERS OR DRUMS THAT HAVE HAD FUEL 

OR OIL OR PAINT IN THEM (or any other TOXIC 
solvent) 

• POLYSTYRENE OF ANY SORT 
• TOILETS OR LONG-DROP DRUMS 
• USED PLUMBING PIPES 
• CONCRETE OR BUILDING RUBBLE  
• TYRES (bicycles tyres accepted) 
• BATTERIES & GAS CYLINDERS  
• FIRE EXTINGUISHERS  
• DOMESTIC RUBBISH OR ORGANICS  
• SYRINGES, SHARPS 
• CLOTHING & PERSONAL ITEMS 

THE FOLLOWING ITEMS ARE PERMITTED WITH CONDITIONS 
• WHITE-GOODS – accepted BETWEEN APRIL & OCTOBER ONLY (to WSC Hard Waste 

Facility) 
• FRIDGES, FREEZERS, AIR-CONDITIONERS & MATTRESSES ATTRACT ADDITIONAL FEES 
• CARDBOARD MUST BE FLATTENED & SET ASIDE 
• PLAY EQUIPMENT MUST BE DISMANTLED & SAFE TO PICK UP 
• SHELVING, BENCHES & CABINETS MUST BE DISMANTLED / DECONSTRUCTED 
ALTERNATIVE DROP OFFS FOR ITEMS NOT ACCEPTED AT COUNCIL FACILITY 
• CAR/TRUCK BATTERIES – COX PENINSULA VOLUNTEER BUSHFIR BRIGADE 
• RECYCLABLE GLASS BOTTLES, CANS & PLASTICS WILL BE EXCHANGED FOR CASH BY
